Amendi ng the act of June 24, 1931 (P.L.1206, No.331), entitled
"An act concerning townships of the first class; anending,
revi sing, consolidating, and changing the law relating
thereto,” providing for specific powers relating to energency
servi ces.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 1502 of the act of June 24, 1931
(P.L.1206, No.331), known as The First O ass Townshi p Code,
reenacted and anmended May 27, 1949 (P.L.1955, No.569), is
anmended by adding a clause to read:

Section 1502. The corporate power of a township of the first
cl ass shall be vested in the board of township conm ssioners.
The board shall have power--

* * *

LXXI X. Enmergency Services. (a) The township shall be
responsi ble for ensuring that fire and energency nedi cal
services are provided wwthin the township by the neans and to
t he extent determ ned by the township, including the appropriate
financial and adm ni strative assi stance for these services.

(b) The township shall consult with fire and energency
nedi cal services providers to discuss the energency services
needs of the township.

(c) The township shall require any energency Services
organi zati ons receiving township funds to provide to the
townshi p an annual item zed listing of all expenditures of these
funds before the townshi p may consi der budgeti ng additi onal
funding to the organi zati on.

Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
